Notes on the Prelude

Olivier Messiaen was one of the greatest composers of the 20™" century, and was probably the most significant
composer for the organ of his time. Messiaen developed his own unique musical voice, writing in what he
called “Modes of Limited Transposition,” scales he developed himself. In the early 1930s, he wrote his first
major work, L Ascension, an orchestral suite of four movements on the theme of the ascension of Christ forty
days after Easter. Shortly after its composition, he arranged the first, second, and fourth movements for organ;
however, the transcription of the third orchestral movement proved so vexing that he wrote an entirely new third
movement for the organ.

It is the first movement of the organ version of this suite, Majesté du Christ demandant sa gloire a son Pére
(Christ’s majesty as he asks to be glorified by his Father), that we hear this morning. This movement is a
meditation characterized by an extremely slow, almost static tempo. The overall feeling is one of timelessness,
which calls the listener to leave the pace of life behind and surrender to an awareness of eternity. There is an
ecstatic feeling in the phrases, which vary from short to long and back, with significant silences between them.
The chant-like melody repeatedly rises and falls, and, as this movement progresses, yearns ever more upward
until it reaches its triumphant conclusion.
